In 2000, schools lost 55,000 

more teachers than were hired 

at the beginning of the school 

year . 

In 2003 there were 1,858 

uncertif ied teachers compared 

to 85 in 1997. Number of 

teachers in mathematics and 

French are not sufficient to 

replace cur rent workforce.
